Councillor Achwall withdrew her representation after the applicant
agreed to a condition prohibiting the use of the outside terrace area for
licensable activities after 2300 Sunday to Thursday and 2330 on Friday
and Saturday.

The licensable hours for indoors are to remain the same as applied for.

If conditions are imposed, there should be no
interference with any convention rights. To the extent that any interference
may occur, it would be justifiable in a democratic society, and proportionate.

The responsible person shall ensure that free tap water is provided on
request to customers where it is reasonably available.

. The premises licence holder or club premises certificate holder shall ensure

that an age verification policy applies to the premises in relation to the sale
or supply of alcohol.

The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible person
to be under 18 years of age (or such older age as may be specified in the
policy) to produce on request, before being served alcohol, identification
bearing their photograph, date of birth and a holographic mark.

(i) still wine in a glass: 125 ml; and

(b) customers are made aware of the availability of these measures.
