6.10 Whilst the Winchester Vision is solely focussed on Winchester Town, the work that was
undertaken as part of this commission focussed on the need to reduce the reliance of the
private motor car and promote the concept of the 15 minute cities. Given that there is a climate
emergency, it is considered appropriate to embed the concept of 20 minute neighbourhoods
into the Local Plan, (rather than 15 minute cities). and apply these principles in the parts of the
district where this is achievable whilst recognising that the concept of 20 minute
neighbourhoods does not work for all of the district._Importantly, while not all areas of the
district can support this concept, there are several locations beyond Winchester Town

where the principles of 20 _-minute neighbourhoods are achievable.
