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Emerging Themes and priorities by Sport to follow

This priorities outline to need for sports clubs and organisations across Winchester and involve a number of areas
including

* Maintenance - (i.e. pitch improvements)

 Capital - (new facilities / pavilions / refurbishments)

 Lease/ Security —to ensure secured use of facilities for clubs

e Community use —enabling wider use of education / MOD / private sites

The role of Winchester CC is to oversee the strategy and support the delivery of projects within the action plan,
some of this will require direct involvement (e.g. on WCC facility), others through support or facilitation (e.g. on
parish / education sites).

The NGB’s and Sport England will agree and sign off the key priority projects which enables external funding to be
accessed where available.
